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7.COOKING GUIDE LINES

&Take care when frying as the oil and fat heat up very quickly, particularly if you're using
Power Boost. At extremely high temperatures oil and fat will ignite spontaneously and this
presents a serious fire risk.

COOKINGTIPS

When food comes to the boil, reduce the temperature setting.
Using a lid will reduce cooking times and save energy by retaining the heat.
Minimize the amount of liquid or fat to reduce cooking times.

Start cooking on a high setting and reduce the setting when the food has heated through.

SELECTION OF INSTALLATIONEQUIPMENT

Cut out the work surface according to the sizes shown in the drawing.

For the purpose of installation and use, a minimum of 50mm space shall be preserved around
the hole.

Be sure the thickness of the work surface is at least 30mm. Please select heat-resistant and
insulated work surface material (Wood and similar fibrous or hygroscopic material shall not be
used as work surface material unless impregnated) to avoid the electrical shock and larger
deformation caused by the heat radiation from the hotplate.

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WARNING: Ensuring Adequate Ventilation

Make sure the ceramic hob is well ventilated and that air inlet and outlet are not blocked. In order
to avoid accidental touch with the overheating bottom of the hob, or getting unrespectable
electric shock during working, it is necessary to put a wooden insert, fixed by screws, at a
minimum distance of 50mm from the bottom of the hob. Follow the requirements below.

&There are ventilation holes around outside of the hob. YOU MUST ensure these holes are not
blocked by the worktop when you put the hob into position.

Be aware that the glue that joins the plastic or wooden material to the furniture has to resist to temperature
not below 150°C, to avoid the unstuck of the paneling.

The rear wall, adjacent and surrounding surfaces must therefore be able to withstand a temperature of
